Avoid over-tightening screws. As this may damage the product.
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Insert the T-nuts from the end of the profile
channels. Do not try to drop them in from

above, they must slide in from the end.

Attach corner brackets to the short profile sections (part 2) using
bolts and T-nuts. Use the wider corner brackets for the wider

section (part 5).

Please read the instructions carefully and in full
before starting assembly. This will help prevent

mistakes and the need to disassemble parts later.
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Bolt the opposite side of the corner brackets to the long profile
sections (Part 1) as shown. Make sure to slide the T-nuts into the

channels before tightening.

Attach the seat bracket sections (Part 3) to the top of the rear
frame as shown. Leave the downward bolts slightly loose to adjust

your seat position before fully securing.

Make sure to add extra T-nuts in the top-
facing channel before tightening. These

will be needed for the seat brackets.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

Avoid over-tightening screws. As this may damage the product.
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Slide the seat backward and secure the seat sliders to the seat
brackets using T-nuts in the channels. Slide the seat forward, then

repeat the process for the rear section of the sliders.

This installation guide is for GT Omega
racing seats. If you're using a different

seat, the process may vary.

Attach corner brackets to the outside of the upright sections (Part 4),
and add two sets to one side of the wheel mount section (Part 5).

Attach the wheel mount to the upright sections using corner
brackets. Then mount the entire assembly to the cockpit frame and

secure it in place.

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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

Attach the wheel deck by bolting it to the wheel mount section.
Leave the bolts slightly loose to adjust the position before

tightening fully.

Secure the pedal tray height adjustment brackets (6A and 6B) to
the ends of the profile using bolts and T-nuts.

Attach the rear section of the pedal tray by bolting outward into the
profile channel.

Adjust the pedal tray to your preferred distance, then set the height
and angle. Once satisfied, secure everything with bolts and nuts.

Tilt the cockpit to one side and insert T-nuts into the underside
channels. Then, attach the feet and tighten them in place.

Finish your cockpit by placing plastic caps on all exposed ends of
the profiles and corner brackets.
